Grading Scale and Ranking System


A student’s grade point average is computed on a 4.0 weighted scale.  Grade points are assigned to each semester grade.  The number of grade points earned is divided by the total number of grades to determine a grade point average.  Preliminary senior class ranks are issued in September based on six semesters of high school credit.
